(3) Investments that are required to be carried at fair value are measured based on assumptions used by market participants in pricing the security. The
most appropriate valuation methodology is selected based on the specific characteristics of the fixed maturity or equity security, and the Company
consistently applies the valuation methodology to measure the security’s fair value. Fair value measurement is based on a market approach, which
utilizes prices and other relevant information generated by market transactions involving identical or comparable securities. Sources of inputs to the
market approach include third-party pricing services, independent broker quotations or pricing matrices. Observable and unobservable inputs are used in
the Company’s valuation methodologies. Observable inputs include benchmark yields, reported trades, broker-dealer quotes, issuer spreads, two-sided
markets, benchmark securities, bids, offers and reference data. In addition, market indicators, industry and economic events are monitored and further
market data is acquired if certain triggers are met. For certain security types, additional inputs may be used, or some of the inputs described above may
not be applicable. For broker-quoted only securities, quotes from market makers or broker-dealers are obtained from sources recognized to be market
participants. In order to validate the pricing information and broker-dealer quotes, the Company relies on, where possible, procedures that include
comparisons with similar observable positions, comparisons with subsequent sales, discussions with senior business leaders and brokers and observations
of general market movements for those security classes. For those securities trading in less liquid or illiquid markets with limited or no pricing
information, unobservable inputs are used in order to measure the fair value of these securities. In cases where this information is not available, such as
for privately placed securities, fair value is estimated using an internal pricing matrix. This matrix relies on judgment concerning the discount rate used in
calculating expected future cash flows, credit quality, industry sector performance and expected maturity.

(4) Prices received from third parties are not adjusted; however, the third parties’ valuation methodologies and related inputs are analyzed and additional
evaluations are performed to determine the appropriate level within the fair value hierarchy.

The observable and unobservable inputs to the Company’s valuation methodologies are based on a set of standard inputs that are generally used to

evaluate all of our available-for-sale securities. The standard inputs used are benchmark yields, reported trades, broker/dealer quotes, issuer spreads, two-
sided markets, benchmark securities, bids, offers and reference data. Depending on the type of security or the daily market activity, standard inputs may
be prioritized differently or may not be available for all available-for-sale securities on any given day.
